In May 1928 Umberto Nobile, an Italian researcher of the
Arctic, embarked on an Arctic expedition in a dirigible and
reached the North Pole. On the return, disaster struck: not
far from Spitsbergen the dirigible crashed onto the ground
and broke into two parts. One of the parts was never found
and vanished along with its crew. The other half landed
on an ice floe, together with nine researchers and Nobile.
An SOS signal was sent, and rescuers tried to reach the
site of the catastrophe, but failed to locate the explorers.
During an attempt to find and rescue the Nobile expedition,
Roald Amundsen perished. Subsequently, the remains of
his plane were found. The Swedish pilot Lundborg reached
the expedition and took only the wounded Nobile to Kings
Bay, while the other polar explorers were rescued by the
Soviet ice breaker “Krasin”. These facts lie at the basis of
Mikhail Kalatozov’s last film; they gave him occasion for a
reflection about feats, conscience and love.

Born in 1960, Joél Chapron first studied Russian at the Sorbonne
before enrolling at the Paris University of Interpreters and
Translators (ESIT) and subsequently becoming a conference
interpreter. At the same time he joined “Le Robert Dictionar-
ies” (1986-1992) as a sub-editor and proof-reader while pursu-
ing a parallel career in sub-titling (over 60 Russian films) and
translating scripts. In 1995 Unifrance, an organisation for the
promotion of French cinema abroad, appointed him as Cen-
tral and Eastern European manager. For more than fifteen
years he has been working with the Cannes Film Festival,
drawing up a short-list of films from the former Soviet Union
and Eastern Europe; since 2006 he has been selecting East-
ern European films for the Locarno Film Festival as well. He
was a member of the cinema think-tank “I’Exception” (2000-
2004), sponsored by “Le Monde” and the Paris Institute of Polit-
ical Science; their work was published in three books by Gal-
limard: “Le Banquet imaginaire” (“The Imaginary Banquet”),
“Voir ensemble” (“Seeing Together”) and “Le Cinéma sans la
television” (“Cinema without Television”). Following several
years as researcher at the Culture and Communications Lab-
oratory at Avignon University, in September 2009 he was offi-
cially appointed associate professor.

Joél Chapron has also written numerous articles on film-making
in Eastern Europe, both for the French and foreign press. He
has published “A (brief) history of Kyrgyzstan cinema” (“Culture
et Musée N° 127, “Actes Sud”, January 2009) and at present he
is contributing to a book edited by Emmanuel Ethis, a lecturer
in Information and Communication Sciences at the University
of Avignon and the Vaucluse, entitled “Les Belles ténébreuses,
une sociologie des tars au cinema” (“Dark Beauties, a sociological
study of cinema stars”) to be published by Armand Colin. Joél
Chapron is also writing a history of French cinema in Russia,
and has just joined the editorial staff of the “Larousse Diction-
ary of Cinema”, the next edition of which will appear in 2011.

FILMS NOMINATED FOR
THE “LUTINS” AWARD, 2009

In the entire world the short film offers a chance for beginning
cinematographers to make a statement about themselves and
to take the first steps in film production. But, as a rule, this
does not apply to film distribution: shorts rarely reach the spec-
tator, and if they do, it is usually many years after the film-
maker has become a well-known cinematographer, when his
debut are unearthed in the archive.

For twelve years (since 1998) the French cultural community
has tried to move the search for new names in filmmaking
onto a national level through the competition “Lutins”. The
initiator and continuous head of this project is the well-known
actor, scriptwriter and director Stéphane Saint-Martin. Among
the winners of the competition are many recognized figures of
modern French cinema: the director Frangois Ozon, the actors
Jérémie Rénier and Ludivine Sagnier, the actress and writer
Sylvie Testud and others. Indeed, this competition has become
the equivalent of the “César” for the short form. But Lutins, is,
above all, a multi-stage programme for the revelation of new
names and the promotion of short films. That means — new
and young cinema, hence the name “lutin”, which means both
“naughty boy” and also refers to a cheerful elf, a house spirit,
or a poltergeist.

The project for the cultivation of a new generation in French
cinema includes several stages. First of all, of course, there is
selection. In the first round, a commission of twenty-five experts
selects 28 candidates from among the 350 short films that are shot
in France ever year. Then the selection, compiled on DVDs and
accompanied by a catalogue, is sent to French cinematographers
of different professions (some 2,000 people) for the second
round of voting. At the same time, the programme is shown
to spectators all over the country at cinemas of the networks
Pathé and Gaumont (23 cities in 2008, 17 in 2009). The award
ceremony takes place in Paris, at the “Night of Lutins”, in the
prestigious halls of the Palais de Chaillot or in the Gaumont-
Opéra. The thirteen official awards are complemented by a Press
Prize, a Prize of Spectator Sympathies, and a Prize for the Best
Foreign (European) Short. Later, all nominated and winning
films of the Lutins receive world-wide distribution through the
French cultural centres, organizations and embassies.

When presenting the nominees of the Lutins 2009 awards at
“Kinotavr”, we have only limited time at our disposal. We had
to select 15 fiction. In the selection we tried to preserve the vari-
ety of the panorama of young French cinema — experimenting
with narration — down to avant-garde fragmentation; experi-
menting with colour — down to a return to black-and-white cin-
ema; experimenting with the image that wrestles with sound;
with everyday reality and links to the other world; with the cor-
poreal, bordering on the philosophical.

We hope that the programme of Russian shorts presented every
year at “Kinotavr” will receive the same support in Russia as
the Lutins do in France.

We would like to thank Unifrance (www.unifrance.org), and
personally Christine Gendre, as well as the Cultural Depart-
ment of the French Embassy in Moscow, and personally the
attaché on cinema affairs and audiovisual media, Christine
Laumond, for their co-operation.

In the last two to three years Russian cinema has seen a
caesura, which had been anticipated for a long time. The
programme of Kinotavr-2009 allowed us to speak of the
arrival of a new cinematic community. The films of young
directors caused a stir of admiration and fury, bewilderment
and alarm: proper reactions rather than a vague indifference.
Their films — although all with a distinctly different style —
shared a rigid, even a ruthless view only on reality as seen
and experienced by the filmmakers, but also a view of
themselves in that reality.

At this round table, the journal “Iskusstvo kino” will
consider the works of the new generation of directors as an
attempt to understand today’s world, which is not an easy
task, because of its fluidity, the uncertainty and slippage
of meanings, and the indistinctness of social and moral
criteria. The authors of the journal “Variety”, free from the
challenges of this context, assess the same processes from
their perspective, which allows us to analyse new Russian
cinema in a common coordinate system.

Ten years of the 21st century seem enough to observe an
almost complete change of the image of the main players
in the cinematic process: the industry, the public, the critic.

Cinema has developed along several types of display: it
is consumed at typical cinemas; it is shown in specialized
cinemas; a third type is viewed on television; the fourth on
DVD; and the fifth is downloaded from the Internet. The
public diversified accordingly (although layers may overlap).
Film criticism is changing considerably: some bloggers
outdo the writing of professionals with their impact. What
is happening? Where are we going? Let’s try to sort it out.

“The Anniversary of the Sochi Film
Festival comes at a time when the cinema
is covered under a blanket of problems and
difficulties. The reorganization of the film
industry, which eventually started several
years ago, has been adversely affected.
It seemed this was a fatal blow, which
would send domestic film production
into a long furlough. Since then, we
have discovered that cinema is capable
of regularly launching new films into
distribution.”

These are the introductory remarks to the
catalogue of 10th Kinotavr Film Festival,
written by the then programme director
Irina Rubanova; accordingly, they were
composed for the 10th — rather than the
20th — anniversary of the festival. So, if
this means that a lot has changed since
then, this is only partly true. Perhaps the
only constant factor in Russian cinema
is the frequency of tectonic changes. As
soon as we begin to sense the first signs
of stability, a new global shockwave is
already on its way. But nevertheless, we
always adapt to new these turns and find
strategies of survival; and all the same,
important films do get made.

Two years ago, the pitching at “Kino-
tavr” was conducted under new regula-
tions. Everybody started to speak about
the rise and triumph of Russian cinema,
and about its inevitably bright future.
Only a year later, the pitching was can-
celled altogether. The financial prob-
lems were too complex and the future so
unclear that it seemed completely mean-
ingless to present independent projects
to major producers — if there was not
even enough money to complete their
own films, then what was there to be
said about new launches? And again, it
seemed that this situation was there to
last; the most popular phrase was “we
were never well off, so there’s nothing
new to get used to here”.

A year has gone by. Again, the landscape
changed quite noticeably. During this
time it became clear that the pitching,
first launched at Kinotavr, had found its
place in Russian cinema and gained sig-
nificant popularity as an industrial tool
and skill. Soon other festivals organised
their own project markets and pitching
sessions. Moreover, in the changed finan-
cial structures, the presentation skills

of the producer came into high demand,
because that is what independent pro-
ducers have to do in order to launch their
own projects at festivals and at ordinary
business meetings.

As far as the projects presented at the
pitching of Kinotavr 2008 are concerned,
we have something here to be proud
of: one of the most striking films of the
current year, which triumphed at the
Berlinale in 2010 — “How I Ended This
Summer” (dir. A. Popogrebsky, prod.
R. Borisevich) — was first presented at
our pitching. The festival life of the film
“Me” (participant of the Berlinale 2009,
dir. I. Voloshin, prod. A. Mikhalkova and
M. Korolev) was also successful, and the
film “Elephant” is shown in the competi-
tion of this year’s “Kinotavr”.

Among this year’s participants of the
pitching are both old friends and new
faces, people who confront our audience
for the first time. Natalia Mokritskaya,
whose film “Four Ages of Love” was pre-
sented at an earlier pitching session and
subsequently received an award for the
Best Debut, here presents her new proj-
ect. The producers Maxim Korolev and
Anna Mikhalkova again take under their
wings a debutant: the director Timur Kab-
ulov. In a big-budget film Elena Glikman
tells about people in the war. Among the
participants is also the director Katya
Shagalova, whose film was one of the
most discussed events of last year’s Mos-
cow Film Festival.

The names of the producers Elena Ste-
panishcheva, Uliana Kovaleva and Anna
Efimova are not widely known yet. Nev-
ertheless, each of them has already been
involved in an original project, whether
it is the television serial “Love in the
District” or the co-production “T'en Win-
ters”, presented at last year’s Venice
Film Festival.

We have tried to bring together a wide
palette of genres, styles and cinematic
approaches, and the projects cover both
mainstream and traditional, as well as
innovative, experimental approaches that
require a degree of sophistication from
director and producer and in terms of
film language.

Some changes have been introduced this
year to the structure of the jury of the
pitching. We have decided to gather a
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cohort of the most significant experts to
evaluate and analyse the presented proj-
ects. The presentations will be assessed
by Igor Tolstunov and Ruben Dishdishian,
Sergei Selianov and Alexander Rodnian-
sky, Renat Davletyarov and Sergei Mel-
kumov — although this is no exhaustive
list of our attendees.

This year, preparatory lectures and ses-
sions with participants will be conducted
by the outstanding expert and remarkable
teacher Nik Powell from the UK, who is
vice-president of the European Film Acad-
emy and director of one of the best film
schools in the world, the National Film
and Television School (NFTS).

In summary, the fact that we’re not beaten
only made us stronger. Despite the invol-
untary pause, we continue to grow and —
to paraphrase Lincoln — even if we move
slowly, we never go backward.
